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Subject: Typical Internet Use among Young Qataris
Introduction:
Q-Tel has asked us to determine typical patterns of Internet use among young people in Qatar, in order to help them judge how best to allot their resources in the near future.
Procedure:
We conducted a survey with a small focus group of ten college students. Survey questions focused on what the students actually did on the Internet.
Results:

· All students chose Google as their favourite search engine
· All students use the Internet to download music or video clips

· 30% shop on the Internet.

· 80% prefer buying at a store.

· 80% use the internet to listen to radio or watch TV.

· 70% use the Internet for school research.

Recommendations:
· High bandwidth is a priority, given the tendency to download music and video, and to watch streaming video.
· Security may also be of growing importance, for shopping online.
